Some may go on to learn additional techniques if they choose to specialize in any number of areas such as motorsports
welding.

Those interested in advancing their skills and improving their credentials have an additional option to earn the Associate
of Technical Studies degree in Welding and Fabrication Technology for in-demand jobs. Registration begins February 2024
for grades 7-12. Interested students may need to meet a 2.0 grade point average for CCP (College Credit Plus) requirements.
